This Honourable House is being tequested to note that after the enactment of the Law Reform
(Zones of Special Operations) (Special Secutity and Community Development Measures) Act, the
Prime Minister on the advice of the National Security Council, declared the Denham Town

Community as the second Zone of Special Operations (ZOSO) on October 17, 2017.

"The Zones of Special Operations (ZOSO) combine a robust secutity approach led by the Jamaica
Constabulary Force (JCF) and Jamaica Defence Force (JDF), and Social Intervention Component
(8IC) that coordinate and implement social development measures by the vatious agencies, Non-

Governmental Organizations (INGOs) and the private sectot.

The Social Intervention Committee (SIC) is guided by the SIC framewotk comptising of the

following development areas:

= Physical Environment;

® Land Tenure, Community Safety;

® Human and Community Development and Employment;
* Business and Economic Development; Spiritual and

* Faith Based Intervention and Leadership.

The Zone has commenced a ‘Build Phase’ since March 2018. Since the ZOSO was declared in
Denham Town, over twenty-two (22) targeted interventions have been completed. These
interventions included health services, infrastructure upgrade, education-based intcrventions,
youth development, behaviour modification and entrepreneurship. Over 2,500 residents

benefitted ditectly and over 8,000 residents benefitted inditectly from these interventions.

Significant works to improve the community infrastructure are ongoing with respect to the
transformation of the physical environment. This includes expanding the solid waste management

programme and improving the water and sewage infrastructure.

Some of the major achievements in Denham Town since the ZOSO include:
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= Significant improvement in the physical infrastructure (Roads, Solid Waste Systems and

Water);

= Significant investments in livelihood development programmes inclusive of parenting

support and skills training in areas such as the Blue Economy and Entrepreneurship; and

® Improvement in citizen participation such as safety and security initiatives including a

cutfew monitor programme and capacity building of youth clubs.

The cumulative value of the investments to date is in excess of J§ 300M which have been largely

funded through the World Bank Integrated Development Programme.
